The bid quote shall be net to the Commissioners and shall be excluded from any
State and Federal taxes.

The contract will be awarded to the lowest, qualified, responsible bidder. The
Commissioners reserve the right to reject any and all bids.

A non-collusion affidavit in the usual form will be supplied with the RFP. It shall
be executed by the person or corporate officers submitting the bid. Said affidavit
must be properly notarized. A non-collusion affidavit must accompany each bid.

An owner’s list in accordance with P.L. 1977, Ch. 33, approved March 8, 1977,
will also be supplied with the RFP in the usual form. It shall be completed by the
person or corporate officers submitting the bid. Said owner’s list must accompany
each bid. THIS REQUIREMENT WILL NOT BE WAIVED.

Bidders are required to comply with the applicable statutory requirements and
regulations adopted pursuant thereto, including but not limited to P.L. 1975, Ch.
127; P.L. 1977, Ch. 33; P.L. 1963, Ch. 150; and P.L. 1933, Ch. 277, including all
amendments thereto.

No bidder may withdraw their proposal for a period of 60 days after the opening of
bids; all proposals being binding upon all bidders for said 60-day period.

Bidders shall be required to submit with the bid the appropriate business

registration certificate and public works registration certificate.

Proposals shall be submitted on the forms provided, in the manner designated therein and required
by the Request for Proposals. They must be enclosed in sealed envelopes, bearing the name and
address of the bidder and the name of the project on the outside, addressed to the Hanover
Township Fire District No. 3. A Non-Collusion Affidavit and a Record of Recent Contract Awards
must also accompany the proposal on the forms provided.

PROPOSAL FORMS SHALL NOT BE REMOVED FROM THE FORM OF PROPOSAL.
PROPOSALS MUST BE MADE UPON THE BLANK FORMS PROVIDED AND
SUBMITTED IN PACKET WHICH SHALL BE LEFT WHOLE AND INTACT IN EVERY
RESPECT.

Bidders are required to comply with the requirements of P.L. 1975 Chapter 127 for an affirmative
action program for equal employment opportunity.
